Ministry of the Uhlík´s in Kutná Hora
Zdeněk and Katka Uhlík visited our church Křesťanské společenství in Kutná Hora for the second time this year. In January 2012 we organized an evening for the local Christians, teaching about God´s power and evangelism and  another evening for our unbelieving friends, teaching them about God´s word and praying for the sick and those in need. In general, the participants were very encouraged in faith, we have seen some evidence of God´s touch (decision for Christ, improving health and healing). After we assessed the event together with the elders and the group leaders from our church, we asked the Uhlíks to come back and serve our town this year in spring.
On May 11th to 13th we held a number of meetings. Christians from KS Kutná Hora, CB Kutná Hora, AC Čáslav and students with a teacher from the School of Missions and Theology in Kolín came to the meeting for local Christians. After the preaching and testimonies about God´s acts the Uhlíks prayed for people in need and at the end we all prayed for our region together.  
The following discussion evening called “Face to Face” was intended for the public as well as the meeting “Healing through prayer”. Present guests could hear clear gospel with an emphasis on Christ, repentance and forgiveness of sins. Personal prayer was available for everyone interested. The next place where the Uhlíks served were the regular services of our church. There we also noticed a few more guests.  

The Uhlíks devoted the rest of their time to visiting individuals and families where they pastored and prayed for people. They also visited one sick woman in the hospital hospice, where we regularly serve for some time now. There we again saw several decisions to follow Christ as well as healing of the body during their service. One woman issued a public testimony about her of pain in the hip that completely disappeared after a prayer. 
The service of the Uhlíks is characterized by fervent love to the Lord Jesus and the people, especially the lost. They serve in humility, with the constant referring to Christ as the source of rescue and first aid. They emphasize forgiveness of sins as the greatest miracle; they also appeal on the necessity to forgive other people. They highlight the need for unity and co-operation of local Christians and also the need of supporting the leaders in each church. 

We are very grateful for their service and we appreciate it. We recommend them to the Church.
